6.	 Refit the cover on the IP terminal block, ensuring that the seals are correcly located.
7.	 If the unit is to be used in a submerged location, seal the unit into position using silicone 

sealant.
	 If the unit is to be fitted in decking or similar, then secure with a couple of spots of 

silicone sealant.
8.	 Push the unit into the hole, and adjust the cable so it does not get snagged.
9.	 Replace fuse or circuit breaker and switch on. Your light is now ready for use.

This system contains non-replaceable parts and cannot be serviced. If damage occurs the part 
should be scrapped.

We recommend cleaning with a soft cloth.
Do not use solvents or abrasive cleaners as these could damage the finish.

The shade must be replaced immediately should the shade become 
cracked or damaged.

Wiring

You have correctly identified the wires.

•	 Plan the desired layout of this fitting carefully, ensuring the cables will reach the distance 
between the junction box and the light fitting.

•	 Avoid locating any cables in positions that would cause a hazard. Position cables and 
outdoor rated junction boxes (not supplied) away from areas where they may be at risk 
from being cut, trapped or damaged.

•	 We recommend that you use H05RN-F specification cable (not supplied) which is an 
outdoor grade, rubber sheathed cable. The mains supply cable must have a minimum 
cross sectional area of 1.0mm²

•	 Cables must be protected using suitable conduit or plastic trunking.

Existing fittings must be completely removed before installation of a new product. Before 
removing the existing fitting, carefully note the position of each set of wires.

1.	 After deciding the layout of the light fittings, and the position of the junction box, ensure 
the cables are long enough to connect to the desired positions. 

	 Ensure that there is some slack cable to allow removal of the unit
2.	 Cut a 26mm diameter hole in the mounting surface. The hole must be at least 40mm 

deep to allow the product to sit properly. Take care not to damage any pipes or cables 
beneath the mounting surface. Ensure that adequate room is left for the cable.

3.	 Feed the cable of each unit through the mounting holes and check the fit of the unit in 
the hole.	

4.	 Wire as detailed below.
